APPLICATION OF THE LEARNINGAPPS PLATFORM
FOR MASTERING LANGUAGE EDUCATIONAL COMPONENTS

The modern stage of educational development is characterized by the active
implementation of digital technologies and distance learning platforms, which open
up wide opportunities for improving the quality of the educational process. The
development of full-fledged distance courses in educational components at the
National University of Pharmacy began as early as 2012. Thus, by the time of the
full-scale invasion of Ukraine, considerable experience had already been
accumulated in using the MOODLE system for teaching language disciplines. The
study of Latin is an integral part of the training of future medical and pharmaceutical
professionals, as it forms the basis of professional terminology. The peculiarity of
this course lies in the need to memorize a large amount of specialized vocabulary,
which requires finding effective methods of presentation, repetition, and
consolidation of educational material.

The aim of the research is to demonstrate the didactic potential of the
LearningApps platform for mastering Latin medical and pharmaceutical terminology
as well as Ukrainian as a foreign language. The authors sought to show that high-
quality learning content with vivid visual materials, audio support, and gamification
elements can become an additional motivational factor and contribute to
compensating for educational losses, forming stable associations, and ensuring long-
term vocabulary retention. Although the MOODLE platform offers a wide range of
tools for creating tests and training tasks of various types, the use of LearningApps
makes it possible to diversify the educational process, making it more dynamic,
interactive, and attractive to students.

The research employs the descriptive method and pedagogical observation.
The selection of lexical material for exercises was determined by the goals of the
educational component - mastering basic medical and pharmaceutical terminology
in Latin or Ukrainian vocabulary, depending on the language proficiency level of
foreign students. During the design of interactive exercises, the tools of the
LearningApps platform were used, which allow creating tasks such as matching
pairs, classification, establishing correspondence, multiple choice, and others.

In practice, LearningApps is used as a supplementary tool for distance courses
in MOODLE, integrated in the form of SCORM packages. For linguistic trainers,
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tasks related to finding equivalents for words or terms are most often chosen. This
approach significantly facilitates the assimilation of the lexical minimum and creates
favorable conditions for building a sense of success.

Students can complete the exercises at their own pace. Incorrectly matched pairs are
immediately highlighted in red, allowing for instant correction and reinforcement of
the correct answer. The task is considered completed only when all pairs are correctly
matched.

The most effective types of exercises include:

o “Word — translation of the word” — a basic level for forming lexical
connections;

o “Word — translation with an image” — visualization of word
meaning;

o “Word — image” — development of associative thinking;

° “Word — video with audio” — formation of audio-visual connections,

which is most effective at the initial stage of language learning.

The use of the LearningApps platform in teaching Latin significantly
enhances the effectiveness of mastering foreign-language vocabulary, as it combines
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learning with elements of play, self-control, and independence. Such interactive
exercises develop attention, memory, and reaction speed, and foster the formation of
linguistic intuition.

The development of a high-quality distance course using gamification tools is
a key factor in establishing effective independent student work. It not only
encourages learners to study new vocabulary but also shapes a positive attitude
toward language as an interesting and creative field of study.
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
